California High School Exit Exam
***|mportant Notice***

Seniors who need to pass the English and/or Math portion of the CAHSEE, the
next test dates are March 16 (English) and March 17* (Math) and will begin at
8:00 a.m. The California High School Exit Exam must be passed to receive a high
school diploma, and these March test dates are the last time the CAHSEE will be
offered this school year. Attendance is very important.

Because the CAHSEE affects seniors’ graduation status, any senior who still needs
to pass one or both portions will be placed in mandatory review sessions during
the regular school day. Starting March 1%, English Reviews will be held during 2nd
period and Math Reviews will be held during 7* period.
