Description of Class: Students will learn the history of ASL, basic grammar, signs, finger-spelling, and conversational ASL through instruction, classroom interactions, songs, and stories.
Rules:  

1. Be on time.

2. Raise your hand to speak and listen to whoever is speaking.
3. Tell the truth.
4. Stay in your seat unless you have permission to leave your seat. 
5. Be courteous, kind, and respectful at all times.
Consequences:

First offense = name on the board and 15 minute detention
Second offense = one check and 30 minute detention, sentences, and a phone call home.

Third offense = major referral

Grading:

Participation    = 20%

Quizzes           = 10%

Tests               = 45%

Presentations = 25%

Participation:  Students will be expected to participate on a daily basis.  Each day students will be observed and will receive 1 point for full participation.  If students are not fully participating, they will not receive a point for that day.

Quizzes:  There will be occasional quizzes to confirm that students are learning the necessary skills to go on to the next skill.  Most quizzes will be announced.  However, there may be a surprise quiz here and there.  [Make sure you practice!]

Tests:  At the end of each lesson, there will be a test.  Students will be tested on reading finger-spelling, individual signs, and sentences.  

Presentations:  Students will complete several presentations throughout the semester.  These presentations will be planned, organized, and delivered by each individual student in front of the class.  Each presentation will be graded on posture, delivery, and accuracy.
Homework:

Students are expected to practice their finger-spelling, numbers, and signs on a daily basis in order to progress in learning the language.  Students who do not practice will struggle to make progress and will have difficulty in earning their daily point for participation.
Extra Help:
